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LEADING PHILLY PERIODONTIST HELPS DEFINE GLOBAL STANDARDS FOR DENTAL IMPLANTS





Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, June 11, 2013: “Share and share alike,” is an idiom closely followed by renowned implant surgeon and periodontist Dr. Robert A. Levine, Director of The Pennsylvania Center for Dental Implants and Periodontics in Northeast Philadelphia and Clinical Professor at Temple University Kornberg School of Dentistry.





Dr. Levine was one of only 104 international specialists from the field of implant dentistry invited to share his knowledge and expertise at the International Team for Implantology’s (ITI) 5th Consensus Conference recently held in Bern, Switzerland.  Dr. Levine, a Fellow of the ITI, also participated in the 4th Consensus Conference held in Stuttgart, Germany in 2008. The ITI, a non-profit organization of 102 countries, holds a consensus conference once every five years to review the current literature on topical areas in the field of dental implantology and tissue regeneration, and to provide dental professionals with clinical recommendations for daily practice.  The systemic reviews and consensus statements defined by this year’s conference will be published in a supplement to the International Journal of Oral & Maxillofacial Implants (JOMI) in January, 2014.

Their son, Ross, is a recent graduate of Temple University Kornberg School of Dentistry and their daughter, Bari, is in her second year of dental school also at Temple Kornberg School of Dentistry.





Dr. Levine has been featured on numerous local and national television and radio shows as a dental expert.  He is nearly as passionate about the American Civil War as he is dentistry and presents programs to local schools, synagogues, churches, colleges and community civic organizations.  Additionally, Dr. Levine plays guitar with the “69th Pennsylvania Irish Volunteers—a Civil War Band.”  Their regiment has raised more than $95,000 for Civil War tombstone dedications, battlefield preservation and educational grants to promote the teaching and preservation of American history.
